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Camping in 1930s
Style

It may seem like a novel idea today, but at one-time
it wasn't unusual to build your own camper trailer.
This is exactly what camping enthusiast Oscar
Rederburg did in 1931. Oscar ordered blueprints
for a trailer from the Covered Wagon Company of
Detroit, Michigan. He worked on the trailer in his
spare time while working for the Weyburn Security
Bank in Griffin. By the summer of 1931, it was
ready for camping. The family pulled the trailer with
a 1928 Pontiac to Carlyle Lake for its first trip. It
remained a family staple for many years even being
used by Oscar’s son on his honeymoon in 1958.

The Covered Wagon Company trailer was one

of the first mass-produced campers in North
America. First manufactured in 1929, it was popular
throughout the Depression years. By 1939, the
company ran into hard times, unable to adapt to
newer developments in trailer styles.
