A Gift In Your Will to
the WDM

As a history museum, legacy is at the heart of
everything we do. It makes sense that people who
care about the WDM, care about legacy. For Leave
a Legacy™ month, we are featuring the story of one
donor who has made plans to leave a gift in her will
to the WDM.

Legacy means a lot to me. | studied history at
university and want to know my own story and teach
it to my kids. | see so much of my family’s story at
the WDM. The various paths my ancestors took

to Saskatchewan are so typical of mid-19th and
early 20th century immigration, it's like they were
taken from a history textbook. Scots who arrived

in Ontario in the 1830s and 1840s, and the Irish,
who'd first come in the 1850s to Massachusetts

- those branches intermarried and came to
Saskatchewan around 1910. Swedes and Danes,
also intermarried, came here from lowa before
1914. Norwegians came before and during the First
World War; and my English Grandma was a war
bride and brought her baby, my dad, in 1946. | see
stories like those all through the WDM.

| also see that the stories of many of my friends are
not told here. My friends whose families arrived at
different times, from different parts of the world. My
friends whose families have always been here. My
LBGTQ2 friends. | love the WDM - | remember
visiting as a child. | worked here, | will volunteer
here, and | want part of my legacy to be helping it to
tell more stories.

Leaving a gift in my will to the WDM was easy to do.
Once my kids are looked after, | want to make sure
that the charities | care about are looked after, too.
Saskatchewan has grown and changed so much

in the last 100 years and | am excited to see how it
will continue to grow and change, enriched by the
interweaving of so many communities and cultures.
It makes me happy to think that after I'm gone, my
legacy can be to help tell those stories.

Who’s Right to Vote?

EXHIBITS MANAGER, DIANA SAVAGE, WORKS ON THE EXHIBIT
LAYOUT FEATURING THE WAKABAYASHI KIMONO (WDM-2009-5-641)

The beautiful furisode-style kimono above was part of Kimi Wakabayashi's trousseau when she
immigrated to Canada from Shiga prefecture, Japan in 1931, joining her husband Tokujiro (Tom).
Made from silk, lined with red, and covered in symbols that represent joy, good fortune, and long
life, Kimi had worn the kimono in Japan for special occasions in the years before her marriage.

See Kimi's kimono in an upcoming showcase exhibit, Who's Right to Vote? The exhibit reflects on
examples of inclusion and exclusion along Canada's long road towards universal suffrage. From
granting the first women the right to vote in 1917 (only those in active military service or close
relatives of those who were), to taking the vote away from pacifists and so-called “enemy aliens”
(including Japanese Canadians) during war years. From effectively excluding northerners by not
sending ballots or boxes, to holding back full enfranchisement

for Indigenous people until 1960.

Though Who's Right to Vote? takes us back over 100 years, WDM BOARD OF DIRECTORS
debates about voting rights and access continue today as

part of a healthy democracy. Did you know, the latest group
to get the right to vote was prisoners? Those serving more
than a two-year sentence could not vote until 2004.
